HYDROZOA

Stala expozicia Stana Filka v Stredoslovenskej galérii
Cast druhéa: Frantisek Demeter & Tomas Dzadon, PAVILON

Stredoslovenska galéria v Banskej Bystrici vlastni rozsiahlu
zbierku diel archivnej a projektovej povahy neoavantgard-
ného umelca generacie 60. rokov Stana Filka. Format trvalej
expozicie z tejto zbierky HYDROZOA ma premenlivi povahu
podfa meniaceho sa programu, ktory v SSG realizuju pozvani
autori v reakcii na Filkovu tvorbu, ktord komponuju do novej
instalacie, prostredia, jednotlivého diela, alebo vytvaraju auto-
nomne umelecké projekty. Program bol verejnosti spristup-
neny Uvodnou ¢astou v novembri 2017.

Stano Filko’s studio, SneZienkova st.,, Bratislava 2005
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PAVILON je rozsiahla miestoSpecificka priestorova instalacia
autorskej dvojice FrantiSka Demetera a Tomasa Dzadona vo
foyeri Stredoslovenskej galérie v Bethlenovom dome. Tento
primarne prechodovy polovystavny priestor historického
charakteru typu mazhaus s recepciou a nejasne definovanou
identitou s mnohymi komplikovanymi vyusteniami do ulice,
dvora a v§etkych dalSich podzemnych i nadzemnych ¢asti
budovy ponali autori ako prostredie prvotne inSpirované
Filkovym rieSenim jeho ikonického ateliéru na Snezienkovej
ulici pod Kamzikom v Bratislave. Filko tu od polovice 60. rokov
skladoval v ¢asovych vrstvach svoje rozsiahle dielo, ktoré
triedil do farebnych priestorov v celkovej totalnej inStalacii
s vertikalnym a horizontalnym ¢lenenim na 5 dimenzii a 12 fa-
rieb v poslednej verzii. Postupnymi technickymi pristavbami
¢i nadstavbami tak z pévodného priestoru zahradnej chatky
expandoval véetkymi smermi do okolia, az po prekrytie zvysku
pozemku terasou alebo rieSenie streSnych konstrukcii s vy-
uzitim ocelovych a hlinikovych profilov, plechov a tyéi. Tento
konstrukény material mal byt pouzZity aj v naslednom nedokon-
¢enom projekte Filkovho halového komplexu Archa vo Velkej
Hradnej pri Trencine, ktory poslednych desat rokov svojho
Zivota budoval okolo sedliackeho domu starych rodi¢ov, aby
absorboval vSetky jeho diela na urovni archivu, dielne, labora-
toria a institutu.

Z povodnej in§piracie expanzivnym principom DIY
technického rieSenia Filkovych ateliérovych a skladovych
priestorov a ich pralesného principu prerastania jeden do
druhého, vytvorili Demeter a Dzadon v Stredoslovenskej
galérii monumentalny priestor, ktory zvlast suvisle presahuje
i priebezne vrasta do pévodného nesurodého ramca histo-
rickych a uzitkovych vrstiev vstupnej haly. Typicky exterié-
rové materialové ponatie celistvo prechadza do galerijného
interiéru od vstupu z ulice k vystupu do dvora; prechadza do
samostatnych vystavnych priestorov, recepcie ¢i toaliet, ale
aj odkrytej slepej niky, aby vyustilo do stropu, kde pod inak
prekrytymi lunetami je v dalSom plane instalovana Filkova
praca, viditelna len z priehladovej trhliny spristupnenej
rebrikom. Novovybudovany priestor pévodnu architekturu
zastiera, zaroven ju vSak vo vybranych momentoch choreo-
grafie divaka odkryva a rovnako, ako ju pohlcuje, umoznuje
byt nou absorbovany. Povrchy napohlad utilitarnej architek-
tary PAVILONU su vyskladané do zvlast senzudlnej Struktury,
ktoru sofistikovane vytvara nasobené radenie ocelovych
profilov, presvitanie svetla i pdvodného priestoru priezormi
medzi nimi, ako aj odlesky Struktur inverzne fixovanych list.
Tak vznika prechod ,striebornym® tunelovitym priestorom,
ktory je prienikom do inej dimenzie — Filkovym ,Spirit Univers®,
aky prenho reprezentovala 9. strieborna farba 4. dimenzie.
V dimenzii ¢asu, pocas pohybu ¢i zotrvania divaka, sa stava
spojivom ¢asopriestorového fyzického sveta s asopriesto-
rovo neur¢enym metafyzicko-ontologickym priestorom.

Stano Filko (1937 - 2015) je slovensky neoavantgardny
umelec generacie 60. rokov, znamy najma tvorbou totalnych
inStalacii a prostredi. Medzi jeho najznamejsie projekty patria
readymade eventy Happsoc od 60. rokov (na prvom z nich
spolupracoval s A. Mlynaréikom a Z. Kostrovou) a transcen-
dentalne prostredie Biely priestor v bielom priestore od
70. rokov (pévodne s M. Lakym a J. Zavarskym). SSG ziskala
v roku 2015 do svojej zbierky rozsiahlu akviziciu viac nez
700 Filkovych diel. Ide o zbierku mensich objektov a diel na
papieri, ktora ma povahu umeleckého archivu s badatelskym
potencialom. Obsahuje autonémne diela, ako aj dokumenta-
cie Filkovych vystavnych projektov a mnohych uz neexistu-
jucich alebo priebezne prepracovavanych priestorovych diel
¢i diel vysvetlujucich vyvoj jeho unikatneho ideologického
systému farieb, ktory vytvoril na vysvetlenie svojho holisti-
ckého konceptu sveta. Retrospektivna vystava S. Filka

z tejto zbierky sa konala v SSG v roku 2017.

FrantiSek Demeter (1975) Studoval na Vysokej skole vytvar-
nych umeni v Bratislave, kde v su¢asnosti pésobi ako od-
borny asistent na Katedre maliarstva. V roku 2015 bol finali-
stom Ceny Oskara Cepana. Medzi jeho vystavy z nedavneho
obdobia patria samostatné projekty Nemam nic¢ (Galéria

+ 0.0, Zilina 2017), Velké pldtno (Galéria 19, Bratislava 2017),
Nic nez plocha (Galerie SPZ, Praha 2014), NIE ANO NIE
(Krokus Galéria, Bratislava 2014) a dalSie skupinové vystavy
doma a v zahranici.

Tomas Dzadon (1981) Studoval na Vysokej Skole vytvar-
nych umeni v Bratislave, na Technickej univerzite Koszalin
v Polsku, Umeleckom institute v Kankaanpaa vo Finsku

a Akademii vytvarnych uméni v Prahe, kde v su¢asnosti
pdsobi ako asistent v Ateliéri hostujiciho umélce. V roku 2012
ziskal Cenu Nadacie Tatra banky za umenie v kategorii Mlady
tvorca. V roku 2009 bol finalistom ¢eskej Ceny Jindficha
Chalupeckého a slovenskej Ceny Oskara Cepana. Medzi jeho
vystavy z nedavneho obdobia patria samostatné projekty
Idedlne spoluviastnictvo Tomasa DZadoria (Krokus Galéria,
Bratislava 2017), DZadoriova vila (Moravska galéria, Brno
2017), Pamétnik ludovej architektury (sidlisko Dargovskych
hrdinov, KosSice 2013-16) a iné skupinové vystavy doma

a v zahranici.

Permanent Exposition of Stano Filko in Central Slovakian Gallery
Part Two: FrantiSek Demeter & Tomas Dzadon, PAVILION

The Central Slovakian Gallery in Banska Bystrica owns an
extensive collection of works of the archival and project
character of the neo-avant-garde artist Stano Filko, who
belongs to the 1960s generation. The permanent exhibition
created from this collection titled HYDROZOA has a varied
format in accordance with the changing schedule that the
gallery implements based on the invited artists’ response
toward Filko’s work. They compose it into a new installation,
environment, individual work, or they create autonomous art
projects. The introductory part of the schedule was made
available to the public in November 2017.
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Stano Filko (1937—-2015) is a Slovak neo avant-garde artist
of the 1960s, known mainly for the creation of total installa-
tions and environments. His best-known projects include the
readymade events Happsoc from the 1960s (on the first one
co-operated with A. Mlynarcik and Z. Kostrova) and the trans-
cendental environment White Space in the White Space from
the 1970s (originally with M. Laky and J. Zavarsky). In 2015,
the Central Slovakian Gallery acquired into its collection an
extensive acquisition of more than 700 Filko’s works. This is a
collection of smaller objects and works on paper, which has a
nature of an artistic archive with a research potential. It con-
tains autonomous works as well as documentation of Filko’s
exhibition projects and many now non-existent or continu-
ously reworked spatial works or works explaining the deve-
lopment of his unique ideological color system that he created
to explain his holistic concept of the world. A retrospective
exhibition of S. Filko with the works from this collection was
held in the Central Slovakian Gallery in 2017.

FrantiSek Demeter (1975) studied at the Academy of Fine
Arts and Design in Bratislava, where he currently works as an
assistant professor at the Department of Painting. In 2015 he
was a finalist of the Oskar Cepan Award. His recent exhibi-
tions include | Have Nothing (Nemam ni¢, Galéria + 0,0, Zilina
2017), Large canvas (Velké platno, Galéria 19, Bratislava 2017),
Nothing but the plane (Nic nez plocha, Galerie SPZ, Prague
2014), NO YES NO (NIE ANO NIE, Krokus Gallery, Bratislava
2014) and other group exhibitions at home and abroad.

Tomas Dzadon (1981) studied at the Academy of Fine Arts
and Design in Bratislava, Koszalin University of Technology
in Poland, the Art Institute in Kankaanp&a in Finland and the
Academy of Fine Arts in Prague, where he currently works
as an assistant at the Studio of the visiting artist. In 2012, he
won the Tatra banka Foundation Prize for Art in the Young
Artist category. In 2009 he was a finalist of the Czech Jindfich
Chalupecky Award and the Slovak Oskar Cepan Award.

His recent exhibitions include solo projects Ideal co-own-
ership of Tomas DzZadori (Ideélne spoluvlastnictvo Tomasa
Dzadona, Krokus Gallery, Bratislava 2017), DZadoni’s villa
(Dzadonova vila, Moravian Gallery, Brno 2017), Memorial of
Folk Architecture (Pamatnik ludovej architektury, housing
estate Dargovskych hrdinov, Kosice 2013-16) and other group
exhibitions at home and abroad.

PAVILION is a large site-specific spatial installation of au-
thors FrantiSek Demeter and Tomas Dzadon in the foyer of
the Central Slovakian Gallery in Bethlen's House. The artists
conceived this semi-exhibition space of maashaus type and
of historical character primarily serving as a passageway
with a reception and a vaguely defined identity with many
complicated outlets leading to the street, backyard and all
other underground and above-ground parts of the building
as an environment initially inspired by the Filko’s solution of
his iconic studio on Snezienkova Street under Kamzik hill in
Bratislava. Since the mid-1960s, Filko stored here his exten-
sive work in time layers, which he sorted totally installed
into color spaces vertically and horizontally divided into 5
dimensions and 12 colors in his latest version. He expanded
the original garden hut in all directions into the surrounding
area by gradual technical extensions. This way he covered
the remaining area of the lot by a terrace or by constructing
roof structures using steel and aluminum profiles, sheets and
bars. This construction material was also to be used in Filko’s
subsequent unfinished project of hall complex titled ARK in
Velka Hradn4, a village near Trenéin. He worked on this pro-
ject for the last ten years of his life around his grandparents’
house to absorb all his works at the archive, workshop, labo-
ratory and institute level.

From the original inspiration by Filko’s expansive princi-
ple of the DIY technical solution of his studio and storage
spaces and their rainforestlike overgrowth principle Demeter
and DZadon created a monumental space in the Central
Slovakian Gallery. It is overlapping and simultaneously grow-
ing into the original incoherent framework of the historical
and utility layers of the entrance hall. Typically exterior mate-
rial concept transfers into the gallery interior from the street
entrance to the backyard; it passes into separate exhibition
spaces, reception and toilets, but also exposed empty niche
to finish in the ceiling. There under the otherwise covered
lunettes is in the next plan installed Filko's work, visible only
through a crevice accessible by a ladder. The newly-built
space veils the original architecture, but at the same time, in
selected moments of the choreography of the viewer it re-
veals it and just like it swallows it, it also enables us to be ab-
sorbed by it. Surfaces of the seemingly utilitarian PAVILON
architecture are assembled into a special sensory structure
that is sophisticatedly created by multiplicity of steel profiles,
the light translucency and also the original space between
them as well as the reflections of the inversely fixed slats.
This creates a passage through the “silver” tunnel space,
which is an entrance into another dimension - Filko’s “Spirit
Univers”, which for him was represented by the 9th silver
color of the 4th dimension. In the dimension of time, during
the viewer’s movement or standing, it becomes a link of
a space-time physical world with a space-time undefined
metaphysical-ontological space.
